160km Forest Rides

Over the last few years quad riding has become a very popular sport. Besides the many individuals that spend their weekends riding, families have found this an excellent way to spend weekends together. A large amount of people are now involved in some kind of quad riding.

Unfortunately most places are off limits to quads and riders are always on the lookout for new exciting places to ride. Some of us want to take our families on a fun weekend which includes some quad riding. Others want to do intensive riding. Some want to do the slower scenic riding, while others want to get the adrenaline pumping with more technical riding. Some like to ride in small groups, while others enjoy being part of a bigger group. Some prefer to stop often and enjoy the scenery, while others enjoy long continuous riding. If any of these types of riding appeal to you, then you are at the right place. We place emphasis on safe riding at all times and reckless riding is not condoned. 

Mac Mac Eco Adventures & Getaways have an 18 000ha concession with York Timber (Pty) Ltd. in the picturesque Mpumalanga Escarpment area. We are now able to offer quad riders a truly unforgettable riding experience. Our trails include plantations, patches of indigenous forests, mountain trails, stunning views, crystal clear rivers, waterfalls, hidden valleys, and spectacular scenery.

Besides our normal quad riding (7 days a week) and weekend packages we offer our 160km Forest Rides on specific dates.

For the 160km events, the whole route is well marked and you travel at the speed that you are comfortable with.  Radio contact is kept with the Mac Mac office by marshals on the route and a medic is on standby in the unlikely event of an accident. (All other rides are accompanied by our guide.) 

 
The meeting point is at Mac Mac Forest Retreat (halfway between Sabie & Graskop) at 08:00. After a briefing, we divide into smaller groups and leave, fastest riders first.

We travel through plantations, patches of indigenous forests, and on mountain trails  towards Mauchberg. On the climb towards Mauchberg, we enjoy some extraordinary views of the surrounding areas. We then descend towards Christmas Pools. After Christmas Pools, we go through the Blyde River 3 times (seasonal). 
We then travel on more scenic forestry roads past the Grootfontein Forestry Station, and on to Pilgrim's Rest. Since we are not allowed to ride into Pilgrim’s Rest anymore, we stop next to Pilgrim’s and walk a short distance to a pub and restaurant for lunch.
From Pilgrim’s Rest the route leads back to Mac Mac Forest Retreat, the starting point.
